You already know that definiteness of nouns
means that they name objects that are already
known or that have already been talked about.
You also know that the definiteness of nouns in
Bulgarian is expressed by a definite article, which
is added to the last syllable of the noun and
becomes part of the word.

When the definite object named by a noun is
characterized by an adjective, the definite article
is placed on the adjective. So in the combination
of an adjective and a noun, a definite article gets
only the adjective.
