Adjectives do not have their own gender and
number, but accept the gender and number of
the nouns to which they refer. Each adjective
has a form for masculine gender, feminine
gender, neuter gender and plural.

The form of the adjective usually precedes the
form of the noun to which it refers.

For example:

The adjectives of masculine gender in Bulgarian
usually end in a consonant sound. As you know,
the Bulgarian consonant sounds are: 6, B, I, 4, X,
3,1, K 1,M, H,1,p,CT 0 X U,u4, L.

For example: a good movie, a young
man, a great writer, a famous artist, a
wooden cabinet, a plastic chair, etc.

There is a group of relative adjectives with the
suffix -ski, which end in the masculine gender
with -i.

For example:

Bulgarian dictionary, doctor's office,

student town etc.

The adjectives of feminine gender in Bulgarian
usually end in the vowel -a (less often in -ya).

For example:
big house, interesting article, student
book, Bulgarian TV, blue blouse etc.
