An adjective name is a word that means a
characteristic (attribute, quality, or property) of
an object.

The characteristics of objects can not be thought
of separately from the objects themselves.
Therefore, the adjectives are not usually used
alone, but together with the nouns to which
they refer:

green field
clean lakes
