The Cyrillic alphabet is one of the two alphabets
of the Old Bulgarian literary language.

The first Old Bulgarian alphabet is the Glagolitic
alphabet. It was created by the brothers
Constantine the Philosopher (Cyril) and
Methodius.

From the Glagolitic alphabet, an easier alphabet
for the Bulgarians was created - Cyrillic. Both Old
Bulgarian alphabets were created in the 9th
century.

It is believed that the Cyrillic alphabet is the
work of students of the two brothers, among
whom Kliment Ohridski stands out.
