There are 30 letters and 45 sounds in Bulgarian
language.

The letters are arranged in alphabet - Bulgarian
Cyrillic.

The sounds are basically two types: vowel
sounds and consonant sounds.

There are 6 vowel sounds in Bulgarian.

Each of them has several specific articulatory
and acoustic characteristics.

The most important feature is the width of the
mouth opening when articulating the vowels.
Based on this characteristic, Bulgarian vowels
are divided into pairs of wide and narrow.

They all have complex articulatory and acoustic
characteristics.

Of greater importance is the classification of
consonant sounds into two groups: hard and
soft & sound and non-sound.

You can see that almost all consonants have two
ways of pronunciation - hard and soft.

The consonants have a hard pronunciation,
followed by the vowels /a/, /v/, /o/, /y/,

/el, In/.

For example: BapHa, Bbarapusa, Codus,
Typuma, NneseH, Nnosaus.

The consonants have a soft pronunciation,
followed by 10, Al and b. For example: 6100,

MEHI0, NATO, HAMAM, AaCaHCbOP,
dpm3bOPp.

The consonants X, Y, LU and AX are always with
a hard pronunciation and cannot be followed by

O, Al and b. For example: YX€Ha, Yyalla, LwaJl,

Sound and soundless consonants have the same
articulatory characteristic. The only difference
between them is in the participation (in the
sound) and non-participation (in the soundless)
of the larynx.

You can see that most of the consonants form
pairs on the basis of "sound - soundless". This
fact is important for a number of phonetic rules
in Bulgarian language. One of them states that at
the end of the word all sound consonants are
pronounced as soundless consonants.
