7. Preposition (Praepositio) - an invariable word
that expresses the semantic and syntactic
relations of dependence between the members
of the sentence or phrase, ie. relationship
between different words.

8. Union (Coniunctio) - an invariable word that
connects equal parts in a simple sentence or
simple sentences in the complex.

9. Particula (Particula) - an invariable word that
modifies the meaning of individual words and
the whole sentence.

10. Interjectio (Interjectio) - an invariable word,
which gives a sound expression of feelings and
emotions or resembles noises from animate and
inanimate nature.
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
