Definiteness of nouns means that they name
objects that are already known or that have
already been talked about.

The definiteness of the nouns in a large
number of languages (English, French, German,
Italian, Bulgarian, etc.) is expressed by a definite
article.

For example, the definite article in English is
a small word / the /, which is placed before the
noun. Similarly, the definite article in French,
German, Italian, etc. languages is also placed
before the noun and is separated from it.

The definite article in Bulgarian is added to
the last syllable of the noun and becomes a part
of the word. So the Bulgarian definite article is
not a separate word, but an element that is
placed at the end of the noun and is a part of it.
There are different definite articles for
masculine gender, feminine gender, neuter
gender and plural.

The store is closed.

The museum is closed on Mondays.
My friend has a birthday.

My sister's teacher is very good.

=>» A short definite article -A / -A is used
when the noun performs another
function in the sentence - grammatical
addition (grammatical object) or
grammatical circumstantial explanation.

For example:

The passengers boarded the plane.

Many people were waiting for the train from
Plovdiv.

The owner closed the store very early.

| bought a present for my friend.

My sister sent the homework to her teacher.
