Answer: One way to understand the gender of a noun is the end of the noun.
Another way is to explore the relationship of the noun to other words in the
sentences. A third way is to examine the definite article. At this stage of
training we will focus on the end of the noun.

The masculine nouns in Bulgarian end in a
consonant sound.

As you know, the Bulgarian consonant sounds
are:

(beach), (myseit) museum, (KapTtod) potato etc.

Feminine nouns in Bulgarian end in a vowel -a or
-ya. For example: TeTpagka (notebook),
XMMMKasKa (pen), ctas (room), KyxHs (kitchen)
etc. A small group of feminine nouns make an
exception to the rule and end in a consonant
sound. For example: Howy, (night), nponet
(spring), eceH (autumn) etc.

The Nouns of the neuter gender in Bulgarian
most often end in vowel sounds: -o, -e, and less
often (in foreign words) - in vowel sounds -u, -y,
-to. For example: gbpso (tree), gete (child),
pacteHue (plant), Takcu (taxi), 6usky (jewelry),
meHto (menu) etc.

The masculine plural forms are formed by
adding the endings -OBE or -U to the singular
forms. For example: marasuHu (shops),
pectopaHTu (restaurants), yHuBepcuTeTH
(universities) etc.

For example: blocks,
chairs, trains, etc.

When forming the plural forms of multi-syllable
nouns, phonetic changes occur before the
ending —U in three cases:

1. When the noun in singular form ends in a
consonant sound K, in the plural form K changes
to U, before the ending U. For example: pe4yHuk —
peyHuum (dictionary — dictionaries), BeCTHUK —
BECTHULM (newspaper — Nnewspapers), YaCoBHUK
—yacosHuum (clock — clocks).

2. When in the last syllable of the noun in the
singular form there is a vowel sound b, in the
plural form it falls before the ending -W. For
example: KomnoTbp — KOMNTPK (computer —
computers), Teatbp — TeaTpu (theater —
theaters).

3. When in the last syllable of the noun in the
singular there is a vowel sound E, in the plural
form it falls before the ending |. For example:
window - windows.

The feminine plural forms are formed by
replacing the final vowel sound -A / -A / with the
ending for the plural -W. For example: »xeHa —
»eHu (woman —women), MaKa — MalKu
(mother — mothers), How, — Howw (night —
nights).

The forms for the neuter gender plural are
formed by replacing the final vowel sound with
endings for the neuter gender -A, -TA or -UA,
following the rule:

-0 (singular) = -A (plural); For example: nanTo-
nanTta (coat — coats); 6topo-6topa (bureau —
bureau).

-E, -U, -Y, 1O (singular) = -TA (plural); For
example: momuye — momyeta (boy — boys), Takcu
— TaKcuTa (taxis — taxis), 6uxKy-6uKyTa (jewelry —
jewelry), meHI0-meHIoTa (menus — menus).

-UE (singular) = -UA (plural). For example:
magazine - magazines.
